
Application for Formal Grading - 2012 Competition Season

IMPORTANT INFORMATION
· The Grading Application form must be completed and returned to the Secretary ON OR BEFORE 1st DECEMBER 2011.
· Return the application form by email, or print it and post to: CPA Secretary, Drumcairn, Cawdor Crescent, Dunblane FK15 9JJ, Scotland.
· The receipt of your application will be acknowledged by email. 
· Please email your form as an rtf, a doc or a pdf – not a docx.
· Membership fees must be paid at the same time as your application is submitted. Those who do not submit payment may not receive a grading. Membership fees are £15 for Professional Graded Members and Support Members (non graded). Junior Members will not be graded and are levied £6.

· Payment methods: cash or cheque (Sterling) or Paypal (incurs additional 70p charge - Paypal link on website). If you have an established Standing Order, please check the amount and indicate this on your form. 
· You are welcome to supply a recent recording of your own playing, either at home or in competition to support your application. This may be in the format of an MP3,  DVD or CD. It should feature you playing one piobaireachd and one MSR set. 
· The names of your teachers are required in order for you to receive your grading. For this purpose, the definition of ‘teacher’ is anyone from whom a piper has received formal instruction in the preceding 12 months. This information will be provided to the major competition organisers, judges and fellow CPA members in the interests of transparency and minimising any conflicts of interest.

· The timing of the grading application process allows you to include all prizes won during 2011 right up until the London competition. You may also wish to include any major prizes won during the 2009 and 2010 competitive seasons.
